(This problem
seems to affect a few desks only and is most likely to occur
after a ‘wipe all’,disk operation or power up — ie when desk
resets). The problem is caused by noise being picked

2K2 0.5W resistor

Work Required

1. Scrape away small amount of solder —resist (green) on the +5V track just
above the ‘H’ of ‘SOUND TO LIGHT’ (see photo).

2. Solder a 2K2 resistor between above scrape and via (put resistor leg through
this small hole) just above the ‘S’ of ‘SOUND TO LIGHT.
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
